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2 Short information

The PRP-CST is a desktop call station with a touch screen and gooseneck microphone. It
connects to the PROSPERO public address system via a standard IP network for manual and
pre-recorded announcements. The call station supports PoE, allowing connection to a
standard Ethernet switch using a Cat5e cable.

The front side offers a 7-inch full color touch screen with PIN code login authentication for
access control, a PTT button and an emergency broadcast button with a protective cover to
prevent accidental activation, used for daily broadcast operations. An audio input port is
provided near the bottom of the device for connecting local audio sources. A built-in
monitoring speaker allows for zone monitoring via the touch screen.

—  Connecting to the PROSPERO public address system via an IP network.
—  Gooseneck microphone with flexible angle adjustment.

—  7-inch full-color capacitive touch screen with intuitive function menu.

—  PTT button and emergency broadcast button with protective cover.

—  Force-override emergency broadcast for manual announcements.

—  Real-time zone monitoring with volume control.
